TASTING NOTES
Aged 18 months on 40% new French 
Oak, this is 100% Petite Sirah from 
Napa Valley. Rich in color, velvety and 
intensely smooth from start to finish, 
the flavors of dark raspberries and 
currants play with the earthy 
undertones of black pepper and anise. 
Notes of toasted oak, vanilla and 
well-integrated fruits lead to a 
complete, full finish.
